FOR NEW CLUBS/TEAMS

You will need to complete a club and a team application form for each team applying to compete, which can be obtained by downloading from the front page of the website or by emailing kickstartminisoccer@gmx.com.  Please make sure you complete a club application form and one team application form for each team entering the league.

Both the club and team application forms should be sent to the League Secretary/Registrar; at the above address by the closing date which is 1st July 2011. 

When your club application form is received, it will be checked and acknowledged within 5 days. Please note that it will be returned at this stage if it is not completed in full and/or signed by the Club Secretary because it will be invalid (no pp's please). You can then start to register your players. New player registration forms can be obtained by downloading from the Nottinghamshire FA’s website -www.nottinghamshirefa.com.  This website is linked to ours at the bottom of the home page to help you.  When you have entered their site, click Governance > Player Registrations > KSL REG FORMS 2011/12.  See Nottinghamshire FA Player Guidelines at the end of this document explaining the registration process. PLEASE NOTE; CLUBS WILL NOT BE ENTITLED TO VOTE AT THE ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING UNLESS THE LEAGUE IS IN RECEIPT OF A CLUB APPLICATION FORM FOR NEXT SEASON 2011/12.

All Clubs are required to affiliate to their own County FA and for Nottinghamshire Clubs this means you will not be able to play in the league unless you have completed an affiliation form. You can download this from the Nottinghamshire FA website.  When you have entered the site click Governance > Affiliation > Affiliation Form.   When completed, the affiliation form should be sent directly to the Nottinghamshire FA with the appropriate remittance which includes affiliation, personal accident and public liability insurance premiums, to be received by them no later than 1st July 2011.

Nottinghamshire FA require completion of a 'Form D' by the League before the commencement of the season so that they can cross check all the teams who have applied into the KicKStart Youth Football League with the affiliation forms they have received from Clubs to make sure that all the teams in each age group have been covered by insurance on the affiliation form.

FOR EXISTING CLUBS/TEAMS

A letter was sent out in May to Club Secretaries of all teams that played in the league last season, containing all the information and documentation required to re-apply next season.  This documentation included:-

* Club and team application forms to be returned to the League 
   Secretary/Registrar by 1st July 2011. Please make sure you complete a club 
   application form and one team application form for each team entering the league. 
   If more team forms are required, they can be downloaded from the website;
* Nottinghamshire FA Player Registration Guidelines 2011/12 explaining the 
   registration system;

A list of all your existing players who need a new photograph next season should have been emailed to you by Nottinghamshire FA but these should be returned with the re-registration forms to the League Secretary/Registrar. To clarify this matter, all teams who were Under 7’s, 8’s, 9’s and 11’s last season must provide new photographs this season; 
  
Re-registration forms for all the teams registered last season except for some Under 7’s and 8’s should have been emailed to you directly by now from the  Nottinghamshire FA.  These should be completed and signed as necessary and returned to the League Secretary/Registrar immediately.  If you complete and return the form(s) with new photographs (if required as above) ON OR BEFORE 15th JULY 2011, YOU WILL NOT HAVE TO PROVIDE ANYTHING ELSE.  After this date, you will have to complete a new player registration form for each existing player and return this complete with two photographs and a copy of a birth certificate, medical card or passport, as you would for a new player.  This is to encourage you to send your re-registration form(s) back immediately to ensure ID cards are produced on time. 

PLEASE DO NOT HOLD ON TO RE-REGISTRATION FORM(S) WAITING FOR COMPLETION BY ALL YOUR PLAYERS. IF YOU CANNOT GET IN TOUCH WITH ONE OR TWO OF THEM FOR SOME REASON, SEND THE FORM BACK AND COMPLETE A NEW PLAYER REGISTRATION FORM FOR EACH MISSING PLAYER.  PROVIDING THIS FORM IS RETURNED ON OR BEFORE 15th JULY 2011, YOU WILL NOT NEED PHOTOGRAPHS (UNLESS REQUIRED AS OUTLINED ABOVE) OR ANY DOCUMENTS TO VERIFY THE PLAYER’S DATE OF BIRTH

New player registration forms can be downloaded for the first time this season from the Nottinghamshire FA website www.nottinghamshirefa.com.  This website is linked to ours at the bottom of the home page.  When you have entered the site click Governance > Player Registrations >KSL REG FORMS 2011/12;
If you apply to enter a new Under 7’s team next season or you had any Under 7’s and 8’s teams registered last season (next season’s Under 8’s and 9’s) you will have to complete a new player registration form for each player, provide two photographs and a copy of a document as verification of the player’s date of birth.
You can download new player registration forms as above.  No teams in these age groups will be charged by the Nottinghamshire FA for registering their players next season.

All Clubs are required to affiliate to their own County FA every year and for Nottinghamshire Clubs, this means you will not be able to play in this league unless you have completed an affiliation form, which have been pre-populated this season and emailed directly to you by the Nottinghamshire FA.

When completed this form should be sent directly to the Nottinghamshire 
FA with the appropriate remittance which includes affiliation, personal accident and public liability insurance premiums, to be received by them no later than
1st July 2011.

Player Registration Guidelines 2011-12 – KicKStart Youth Football League

Where do we obtain forms?
Re-Registration Forms: These have been emailed to Club Secretaries except for some Under 7’s and 8’s teams.

New Player Registration Forms: Available by downloading from the Notts FA website from 1st June 2011.
Transfer Forms: Available by downloading from the Notts FA website from
 5th September 2011.

How do we register players?
Re-Registration Forms: (These must be submitted by 15th July 2011)

· Only players whose names are printed on the re-registration form may be registered by using these forms.

· Players and parents must sign the form

· You may submit only ONE re-registration form - register as many of these players as possible at the same time.

· Any players named on this form but who have not registered will have to complete a New Player Registration Form.
New Player Registration Forms

· These are for players who were not registered for your club during season 2010-11 
(Forms received after 15th August 2011 may not be processed in time for the start of the season)

Do we need photographs & verification of dates of birth?
Re-Registration Forms: Forms will be provided for those teams requiring replacement photographs.  Verification of dates of birth will NOT be required.
Photographs for Re-Registrations:

To clarify this, photographs are required for last season’s age groups in the Under 7’s, 8’s, 9’s and 11’s.  These must be of passport type; of good quality (no hats or sun glasses) and may be submitted as a printed photograph or on a disk. (photographs cannot be sent by email).  
All last season’s Under 7’s and 8’s teams (this season’s Under 8’s and 9’s) will need to complete a new player registration and require new photographs and verification of dates of birth.  This is due to circumstances beyond our control and because of this; these teams and all new Under 7’s this season will not be charged by the Notts FA for registering players for Season 2011/12.
New Player Registration Forms: If the player has NOT previously been registered by the Notts FA, you WILL require photographs and verification of dates of birth.
A photograph template can be downloaded from the Notts FA website www.nottinghamshirefa.com.  See Governance>Player Registrations>Related Documents>Replacement Photograph Template.
When can we start registering players?
Re-Registration Forms - As soon as you have received your re-registration form.
New Player Registration Forms - From June 1st
Note: Do not delay registering players – the sooner you complete the forms and submit for processing, the sooner your players will be registered for Season 2011/12. There is no guarantee that forms received after 15th August will be processed in time for the start of the season.

ALL PROCESSED ID CARDS WILLTHEN BE FORWARDED TO YOUR LEAGUE SECRETARY/REGISTRAR FOR HANDING OUT AT THE LEAGUE’S INDUCTION EVENING ON 25th AUGUST 2011 AND AT FOOTBALL RECEPTION FROM THE START OF THE SEASON ON 11TH SEPTEMBER 2011.

General Information
Player Eligibility

U7 Players must be 6 years of age by 31st August 2011 and must NOT be 7 before 1st September 2011
U8 Players must be 6 years of age by 31st August 2011 and must NOT be 8 before 1st September 2011

U9 Players must be 8 years of age by 31st August 2011 and must NOT be 9 before 1st September 2011

U10 Players must be 8 years of age by 31st August 2011 and must NOT be 10 before 1st September 2011

U11 Players must be 10 years of age by 31st August 2011 and must NOT be 11 before 1st September 2011

U12 Players must be 10 years of age by 31st August 2011 and must NOT be 12 before 1st September 2011
U13 Players must be 11 years of age by 31st August 2011 and must NOT be 13 before 1st September 2011
Registration Forms: During the season registrations and transfers will be processed up to 3.00pm on Thursday
Notes Re-Age Eligibility
Note 1:

Players who are eligible for U10’s who have attained the age of 9 years by 31st August 2011 may register with an U11 team only if that team is playing mini-soccer (see FA Rule 4(a)(iii)
To be eligible to play in 11-a-side matches in the U11 age group, players must have attained the age of 10 years by 31st August 2011
Note 2:

Under 7 and Under 8:
Teams in these age groups are not permitted to play in leagues for points and league tables must not be compiled.
Leagues are not permitted to collect results Teams in these age groups are not permitted to play in knock-out cup competitions.
Teams in these age groups may play matches on a friendly basis only.
Teams in these age groups must not be awarded trophies for winning
FA RULE 4(a)
(i) Children Under 6 Years Old

A child who has not attained nor will have attained the age of six as at midnight on 31st August in a playing season shall not play, and shall not be permitted or encouraged to play, in a match of any kind in that playing season.
(ii) Children permitted to play Mini-Soccer only

A child who has not attained nor will have attained the age of nine as at midnight on 31st August in a playing season shall not play, and shall not be permitted or encouraged to play, in a match between sides of more than seven players in that playing season. Such children shall only play in a match played according to the “Laws of the Game – Mini-Soccer” as amended for particular age ranges by the Council from time to time.
(iii) A child who has attained the age of nine but who has not attained nor will have attained the  age of ten as at midnight on 31st August in a playing season shall not play, and shall not be permitted or encouraged to play, in a match between sides of more than seven players in that playing season.  Such children shall only play in a match played according to the “Laws of the Game – Mini-Soccer” as amended for this age range by the Council from time to time.
(vii) Gender of players in Under 11 matches and below

A child in the age ranges Under 7, Under 8, Under 9, Under 10 and Under 11 may play in Matches involving boys and girls.  Subject to change this season.
